Galatians

BACKGROUND:

Galatia (modern Turkey) originally referred to Celtic people who had
migrated to that region from Gaul (modern France). In 25 B.C. when the
Romans made the area a province, they included areas not

occupied by ethnic Galatians. Paul writes to churches he had established
in Galatia on his second missionary journey. It is the only Pauline letter
specifically addressed to a number of churches. The most widely
accepted date for his letter is about 49 A.D., making it one of the
earliest writings of the N.T.

This letter has been called "The Charter of Christian Liberty." Its key
theme is justification by faith and the liberty it produces. He writes to a
people, some of whom are willing to give up the priceless liberty they have
in Christ. Certain Jewish legalists have influenced them to trade their
freedom in Christ for bondage to the Law. Paul refutes this false gospel
of works and demonstrates the superiority of justification by faith.

One indication of how seriously Paul took this problem is that Galatians is
the only epistle that does not contain a commendation for its readers.
Another is that he refers to the teaching of legalism as "another gospel."
It is certainly not the one that Paul knew, which was all of grace.
